Since the announcement, several customers have asked about our percentage of FSC certification in our board. Here is our answer to this question:
On May 1, Roseburg changed to a FSC Mixed Credit Certification. Under this certification we use 100% of our credit under the FSC Mixed Credit label due to the large amount of FSC material we have available as well as giving our customer the best value for their dollar.  This allows customers to use 100% of the product cost on LEED projects.

FSC SkyBlend is available in its raw form as well as Duramine Melamine Panels and Roseburg Hardwood Panels.  Our regular SkyBlend Particleboard is still available Non Certified as well, with production at plants in the west and southeast.  FSC SkyBlend is only available when specified as such from our Dillard Oregon plant.  

Roseburg certified its Timberland in California in 2000 and has been offering FSC Certified plywood products since 2000. We see this as a great addition to our green product line, which is the largest and most diverse offered in North America today.
